� Modular set of tools for various types of image 
annotation and image-text linking, designed to 
be incorporated into other systems
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Desired Functionality

� Semi-automated creation of links between 
transcriptions and images of the materials from 
which the transcriptions were made. 

� Annotation of any area of an image selected 
by the user with a controlled vocabulary.

� Application of editorial annotations to any area 
of an image.

� Support linking for non-horizontal, non-
rectangular areas of source images.



  

Desired Functionality

� Creation of links between different, non-
contiguous areas of primary source images. 
For example:

− captions and illustrations;

− illustrations and textual descriptions;

− analogous texts across different manuscripts
